1 Bakgrunn 
 
Etter at det ble gitt reisestøtte fra Fiskeri- og havbruksnæringens forskningsfond (FHF) på basis av 
en fellessøknad fra SINTEF Helse, kunne tre sentrale personer fra det tidligere FoU-prosjektet 
”Fiskebåten som framtidig arbeidsplass”, delta på denne viktige internasjonale ErgoMare-
konferansen med presentasjoner fra dette omfattende forskningsarbeidet som ble utført i 3-
årsperioden 2002 – 2004. 
 

 
Dette notatet inneholder prosjektinformasjon og foreløpige resultater som underlag for endelig prosjektrapport.

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I tillegg til oss tre fra SINTEF, var det to andre norske deltakere på ErgoMare06, nemlig teknisk 
direktør Lasse Karlsen fra Sjøfartsdirektoratet i Haugesund og sjømannslege Emmie Knudtzon 
Snincak fra Bergen og Austevoll, sistnevnte hadde også en faglig presentasjon på konferansen. 
Lasse Karlsen skrev en reportasje fra konferansen op oppdrag for Navigare (Sjøfartsdirektoratets 
magasin) nr. 4/2006, denne artikkelen er vedlagt. 
 
For fagpersoner (forskere) som jobber og er faglig engasjert med dette tema generelt og innenfor 
fiskeri spesielt, var det meget givende å kunne få høre på ulike presentasjoner og ikke minst få 
treffe flere kolleger fra en rekke ulike fiskerinasjoner som jobbet innfor samme fagområde.  
 
Denne rapporten gir en oversikt over konferansens innhold og hva vi 4-5 fra Norge bidro med 
faglig på denne internasjonale deltakelsen. Faglig sett var dette en meget givende konferanse for 
de ulike norske deltakerne, og egentlig burde noen fra fiskeriforvaltningen og -organisasjonene 
også ha deltatt på denne konferansen. 
 
Norge regnes som en av de store fiskerinasjon internasjonalt med samlet fangst på om lag 2,5 mill 
tonn pr. år og næringen mener også å ha kommet langt på det teknologiske og sikkerhetsmessige 
området. Nå ser det imidlertid ut som om andre nasjoner satser betydelig mer innenfor FoU 
vedrørende HMS for sine fiskere enn det vi gjør i Norge. Videre det betydelige ordninger i EU-
systemet for støtte til oppgradering av eksisterende fiskeflåte både på teknisk oppgradering, da 
ikke bare på nye motorer for energisparing, men også på støtte til tiltak for forbedring av 
arbeidsmiljø og fartøysikkerhet, samt støtte til innkjøp av bedre redningsutstyr på mindre fartøy 
hvor ulykkestallene ofte er høye.

Objective 
The main objective of the ErgoMare Symposium, jointly organised in Lorient (Brittany, France) by South 
Brittany University (UBS) and Maritime Prevention Institute (IMP), both established in Lorient, is to provide 
researchers in different disciplines, experts in safety and working conditions on board fishing vessels, as 
well as interested professionals, with an opportunity for presenting their results and initiate prospects of

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further co-operation. The symposium should also facilitate exchange of opinions and innovations with 
representatives of fishing industry, equipment manufacturers, shipbuilders and involved prevention actors. 
 
ErgoMare is organised in the line of the international symposia which previously took place on this subject 
in the past, respectively in Rimouski (Canada) in 1989, and in Bamio (Spain) in 1992, which were in their 
times considered as reference milestones, and in parallel with the IFISH conferences more recently held in 
the USA and India. This new symposium is expected to reflect the significant evolution of the fishing world, 
and to provide updated understanding of the governing principles, on the basis of which the competent 
international organisations and authorities determine their interventions. 
 
The ErgoMare Symposium will be placed under the high patronage of : 
- Mr Jacques Barrot, Vice-president of the European Commission with responsibility for transport, in 
charge of the safety of the ships and navigation. 
- Mr Joe Borg, member of the European Commission with responsibility for Fisheries and Maritime Affairs. 
- Mr Vladimir Špidla, European Commissioner for Employment, Social Affairs and Equal Opportunities.

The main themes for the symposium will be the following. 
1. Analysis of maritime casualties, accidents at work and occupational diseases on board fishing vessels  
Improvement in fishermen safety is conditioned by research efforts aimed at better determining the circumstances and 
causes of maritime casualties and accidents at work, the too large number of which is still a major concern. Speakers 
in the symposium will illustrate the methods for collection and process of information related to such events, as well 
as their experience of the hindrances to efficient exploitation of these data for prevention purposes. 
 
2. Safety of maritime navigation 
Navigational safety is an important issue for international and national regulations. In areas of high traffic density, 
interaction between merchant and fishing vessels is a major risk factor, with possible disastrous consequences. 
Authors are invited to develop the different aspects of collision prevention, with particular focus on insufficient 
watch-keeping and its root causes. 
 
3. Safety and regulations 
Maritime safety is, to a large extent, subject to international conventions and regulations. Some of them particularly 
address safety on board fishing vessels. The authors will have the opportunity to assess the impact of these texts on 
safety. Recommended new regulatory approaches to safety standards and promotion of a safety culture will be 
developed in part of the communications. 
 
4. Resource management policies and maritime safety 
Resource protection policies often result in limitations which are imposed to vessel or fishing gear characteristics. 
Interaction between such limitations and their economic consequences on the one hand, and the conditions for safety 
of vessels and of workers on board on the other hand, is a question which is hardly investigated, and only a posteriori. 
Speakers intervening in this subject will describe their experiences and recommendations. Representatives from 
fishery governmental or intergovernmental fishery authorities will expose potential changes in policy orientations 
which could result from better integration of safety aspects. 
 
5. Safety and health of fishermen in developing countries 
Fishery products are now distributed worldwide. For those fishery products which are subject to significant 
international trade, it is of interest to know under which conditions they are actually fished. Speakers will report on 
exemplary actions for maritime safety improvement in developing countries. One contribution will deal with the issue 
of re-construction and modernisation of fisheries, following the South-East Asia tsunami.  
 
 6. Risk perception and risk management on board fishing vessels 
Risk perception is also subject to a priori assessment. The ErgoMare symposium will be the first one to be held 
following the generalised use, throughout Europe, of the assessment procedures so-called "Unique Prevention 
Document". Speakers – academics, prevention specialists or professionals – will present the first returns of experience 
from such procedures, and will provide recommendations for their evolution, taking account of the different business 
cultures existing in the fishing world. Risk perception related to either collision /grounding or to stability loss will be 
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subject to innovative presentations.  
 
7. Training to prevention of accidents at work and maritime casualties 
Fishermen training to prevention is a rising up domain. Europe gave rise to wide exchanges of experiences 
and methods. In North America and the Far East as well, accident prevention is developing. Speakers will 
particularly insist on their own experiences in international training co-operation. A review of available 
computerised aids should be presented. 
 
8. Integration of safety in vessel design and development of fishing technologies 
A significant percentage of accidents on board could be avoided through a better organisation of working and 
circulating spaces. Speakers will expose their experiences in this issue, and the conditions under which co-operation 
actions with ship builders and designers could be developed in this area.  

Target audience 
Having in mind that the fishing vessel must remain a tool for productivity, subject to the constraints of resource 
management, this multidisciplinary symposium will interest all those involved in occupational health and safety: ship-
owners, managers, designers, fishing technologists, human-factor experts, occupational health and safety specialists.

5-6-7 October, 2006 – Congress Centre, Lorient (France).  

Programme of the symposium 
The symposium will include: presentations by guest lecturers, interactive oral presentations and poster 
sessions. The duration of oral presentations (around 20 minutes, including discussion) will be definitively 
set by the Scientific Committee after receipt of all proposals.

Posters will be published in the proceedings of the symposium.
